EISAI INC. EXPANDS MARKETING AND SUPPLY AGREEMENT WITH ARENA
FOR ANTI-OBESITY AGENT LORCASERIN

Eisai Co., Ltd. (Headquarters: Tokyo, President & CEQO: Haruo Naito, “Eisai”) announced today that its
U.S. subsidiary Eisai Inc. has expanded the marketing and supply agreement it concluded with Arena
Pharmaceuticals GmbH, the Swiss subsidiary of U.S.-based Arena Pharmaceuticals Inc. (Headquarters:
California, President & CEO: Jack Lief, “Arena”), in July 2010 for the anti-obesity agent lorcaserin. While
the original agreement granted Eisai the exclusive rights to market and distribute lorcaserin in the United
States, subject to U.S. Food and Drug Administration (FDA) approval, the expanded agreement now

1. Eisai’s Presence in the Americas

Aiming to enter the world’s top 20 largest pharmaceutical markets, one of the objectives stipulated in its mid-term
strategic plan “HAYABUSA,” Eisai manages its operations in new markets under an organizational structure
comprising four regions: East Asia (Japan, China, South Korea, Taiwan and Hong Kong), the Americas (North,
Central and South America), EMEA (Europe/the Middle East/Africa), and Indo-Pacific (South Asia, ASEAN countries,
and Oceania). In the Americas region, Eisai has already established pharmaceutical sales subsidiaries in Canada
(April 2010), Brazil (April 2011) and Mexico (August
